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This past year revealed two parallel truths about our 
region. The StartupSTL report showed that nearly half of 
St. Louis’ entrepreneurship support system has changed 
or closed since 2020. Yet in that same period, the 
entrepreneurs themselves; especially women and 
founders of color, continue to show up, build, and carry 
our region forward.

Square One has become an anchor through that 
uncertainty. In 2025, our IGNITE program served 47
early-stage entrepreneurs, 74% women and nearly 80% founders of color.
Bootcamp supported another 22 entrepreneurs across service, manufacturing,
food, and technology — the very industries driving the region’s job growth. And
through 46 enrichment programs, we connected with 895 individuals, offering the
skills and community entrepreneurs need to stay resilient.

At a moment when fragmentation feels easier than collaboration, Cortex is
choosing the latter. In 2025, we doubled down on what the region needs most:
capital access, AI-ready training, deeper sector pathways, and ecosystem navigation
that meets people where they are. Entrepreneurship remains one of the most
reliable pathways to economic mobility, and one of the most human.

Thank you for believing in this work and in the people who make our region vibrant,
courageous, and alive with possibility.

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Cortex’s Square One Programs
For more than two decades, Square One Ignite and Bootcamp have nurtured
thousands of early-stage founders; people with ideas, courage, and a desire to
build something of their own. These programs are more than classes; they are
entry points into a community, where entrepreneurs gain the confidence,
clarity, network, and core skills needed to thrive in an economy that rewards
adaptability and creativity.



Key Findings from the StartupSTL Report
The StartupSTL study shows that St. Louis is experiencing both
entrepreneurial momentum and ecosystem contraction. New
business creation is rising, yet nearly half of the region’s
entrepreneurial support programs have changed or disappeared
since 2020. With fewer accelerators, fewer funding pathways, and
fewer navigation resources, these shifts create both urgency and
opportunity for organizations like Cortex.  We continue to serve as a
stable backbone, providing clarity, continuity, and inclusive
economic support when the region needs it most.

Regional Job Creation & Startup Activity
Startups continue to be the primary engine of new jobs in the St.
Louis region. Even during economic uncertainty, early-stage
businesses are driving job creation across sectors like healthcare,
professional services, construction, and food. This reinforces why
strong training pipelines like Square One are essential to regional
resilience.

Capital Access Gaps
Entrepreneurs consistently identify access to early-stage capital as
their biggest barrier, especially loans under $25,000. These gaps
disproportionately impact women and founders of color. Square
One’s approach, including financial skill-building and the Matched
Savings Program with St. Louis Community Credit Union, directly
addresses these structural inequities.

AI Readiness & Workforce Transformation
More than 70% of businesses say AI is already reshaping their work,
yet only 9% feel prepared or supported. This technological shift is
not just about innovation, it’s about workforce readiness. Small
business owners need AI literacy to stay competitive, and Square
One is uniquely positioned to help bridge that gap through
training, coaching, and hands-on implementation support.

Employer Demand for Skilled Talent
The StartupSTL report also highlights employers’ growing need for
workers with communication, problem-solving, adaptability, and
leadership skills; the same competencies strengthened across all
SQ1 programming. Even alumni who are not yet running their
businesses full time report that their SQ1 experience significantly
improves their workplace performance.

Square One Bootcamp is a 10-week immersive 
experience designed to strengthen both the 
entrepreneur and the business. It goes beyond 
traditional training by layering business essentials with leadership
development, industry-specific mentorship, and a cohort-driven
community that supports founders long after the program ends.

Through 100 hours of instruction and support per participant, SQ1
Bootcamp builds the core competencies entrepreneurs need to stabilize
and grow their businesses; making it a critical driver of workforce
development and inclusive economic growth in St. Louis.

A dynamic blend of first-time founders, second-career
entrepreneurs, and small business owners ready to
strengthen their operations and growth strategies. Their
businesses spanned community-based services, innovative
consumer products, food ventures, and tech solutions; the
same sectors driving job creation in the region.

Bootcamp expands access to networks, mentors, and
resources, and broadens regional inclusion by training entrepreneurs
historically excluded from opportunity.
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Enrichment Programs
